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Shaikh Abdul Qadir Jilani (RA), affectionately known to millions, as Hazrat Ghaus Paak, was, is and insha Allah will be “Al Qutb Al Azam”, the source of wisdom, container of knowledge, the example of faith and Islam, inheritor of the perfection of the Prophet Muhammad (SAW), a perfect and Kamil Shaikh, the founder of the Qadriyya Tariqat, the Sufi order that has spread far and wide.
